Scientific activity of the candidate is preliminarily assessed by two members of the qualification
team who agree the grades with each other. The agreed preliminary grades are presented to the rest
of the team. After the discussion, the team determines the final grades. In case of no unanimity of
the members, the final evaluation is determined by voting.

Grades are given in accordance with the table below.
